2 Installation of Indoor Unit 
(1) Selection of Installation location. 

1) Such a place where cool air can be distributed throughout the room. 

2) Such a place where condensation water is easily drained out. 

3) Such a place that can handle the weight of indoor unit. 

4) Such a place which has easy access for maintenance. 

5) The appliance shall not be installed in the laundry. 

(2) There are 2 styles of installation. 

1) Wall mounted. 

2) Floor type. 

Each type is similar to the other as follows. 

2.1 Indoor Unit 
The indoor unit should be sited in a place where: 

(1) The restrictions on installation specified in the indoor unit installation drawings are met.  
(2) Both air intake and exhaust have clear paths met. 

(3) The unit is not in the path of direct sunlight. 

(4) The unit is away from the source of heat or steam. 

(5) There is no source of machine oil vapour (this may shorten indoor unit life). 
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(6) Cool (warm) air is circulated throughout the room. 

(7) The unit is away from electronic ignition type fluorescent lamps (inverter or rapid start type) 

as they may shorten the remote controller range. 

(8) The unit is at least 1 meter away from any television or radio set (unit may cause 

interference with the picture or sound). 

Cautions for Installation where air conditioner trouble is liable to occur. 

1) Where there is too much of oil area. 

2) Where it is acid base area. 

3) Where there is irregular electrical supply.

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2.2 Refrigerant Piping 
(1) Drill a hole (65mm in diameter) in the spot indicated by О the symbol in the illustration and 

below. 

(2) The location of the hole is different depending on which side of the pipe is taken out. 

(3) For piping, see Connecting the refrigerant pipe, under Indoor Unit Installation. 

(4) Allow space around the pipe for an easier indoor unit pipe connection. 

 

CAUTION! 

Min. allowable length. 

The suggested shortest pipe length is 2.5m, in order to avoid noise from the outdoor unit and 

vibration (Mechanical noise and vibration may occur depending on how the unit is installed and the 

environment in which it is used). 

See the installation manual for the outdoor unit for the maximum pipe length. 

For multi-connections, see the installation manual for the multi-outdoor unit. 
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(Unit: mm) 

 

Boring a wall hole and installing wall embedded pipe. 

For walls containing metal frame or metal board, be sure to use a wall embedded pipe and wall 

cover in the feed-through hole to. 

Be sure to caulk the gaps around the pipes with caulking material to prevent water leakage. 

(1) Bore a feed-through hole of 65mm in the wall so it has a down slope toward the outside. 

(2) Insert a wall pipe into the hole. 
(3) Insert a wall cover into wall pipe. 

(4) After completing refrigerant piping, wiring, and drain piping, caulk pipe hole gap with putty. 
(Unit: mm) 

 

2.3 Drain Piping 
(1) Use commercial rigid polyvinyl chloride pipe general VP 20 pipe, outer diameter 26mm, 

inner diameter 20mm for the drain pipe. 

(2) The drain hose (outer diameter 18mm at connecting end, 220mm long) is supplied with the 

indoor unit. Prepare the drain pipe picture below position. 
(3) The drain pipe should be inclined downward so that water will flow smoothly without any 

(Should not be trap). 

(4) Insert the drain hose to this depth so it won’t be pulled out of the drain pipe. 

(5) Insulate the indoor drain pipe with 10mm or more of insulation material to prevent 

condensation. 

(6) Remove the air filters and pour some water into the drain pan to check the water flows 

smoothly. 

(7) It is not allowed to connect the condensate drain pipe into waste pipe or other pipelines 

which are likely to produce corrosive or peculiar smell to prevent the smell from entering 

indoors or corrupt the unit. 
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(8) It is not allowed to connect the condensate drain pipe into rain pipe to prevent rain water 

from pouring in and cause property loss or personal injury. 

(9) Condensate drain pipe should be connected into special drain system for air conditioner. 

2.4 Installing Indoor Unit 
2.4.1 Preparation 

(1) Open the front panel, remove the 4 screws and dismount the front grille while pulling it 

forward. 

(2) Follow the arrows to disengage the clasps on the front case to remove it. 

(3) Follow the procedure below when removing the slit portions. 

 

For Moldings: 
Remove the pillars (Remove the slit portions on the bottom frame using nippers). 

For Side Piping: 

Remove the pillars. 

1) Remove the 7screws. 

2) Remove the upper casing (2 tabs). 

3) Remove the left and right casings (2 tabs on each side). 

4) Remove the slit portions on the bottom frame and casings using nippers. 
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5) Return by following the steps in reverse order (3>2>1). 

 

2.4.2 Installation 
Secure using 6 screws for floor installations (Do not forget to secure to the rear wall). 
For wall installations, secure the mounting plate using 5 screws and the indoor unit using 4 

screws. 

The mounting plate should be installed on a wall which can support the weight of the indoor unit. 

(1) Temporarily secure the mounting plate to the wall, make sure that the panel is completely 

level, and mark the boring points on the wall. 

(2) Secure the mounting plate to the wall with screws.

(3) Once refrigerant piping and drain piping connections are complete, fill in the gap of the 

through hole with putty. A gap can lead to condensation on the refrigerant pipe, and drain 

pipe, and the entry of insects into the pipes. 

(4) Attach the front panel and front grille in their original positions once all connections are 

complete. 

Flaring the pipe end: 

(1) Cut the pipe end with a pipe cutter. 

(2) Remove burrs with the cut surface facing downward so that the chips do not enter the pipe. 

(3) Fit the flare nut on the pipe. 

(4) Flare the pipe. 

(5) Check that the flaring is properly made. 
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WARNING! 

① Do not use mineral oil on flared part. 

② Prevent mineral oil from getting into the system as this would reduce the lifetime of the units. 

③ Never use piping which had been used for previous installations. Only use parts which are 

delivered with the unit. 

④ Do never install a drier to this R410A unit in order to guarantee its lifetime. 

⑤ The drying material may dissolve and damage the system. 

⑥ Incomplete flaring may cause refrigerant gas leakage.

(1) Use torque wrenches when tightening the flare nuts to prevent damage to the flare nuts and

(2) Align the centers of both flares and tighten the flares and tighten the flare nuts 3 or 4 turns by 

hand. Then tighten them fully with the torque wrenches. 

(3) To prevent gas leakage, apply refrigeration oil on both inner and outer surfaces in the flare

Caution on piping handling: 

(1) Protect the open end of the pipe against dust and moisture. 

(2) All pipe bends should be as gentle as possible. Use a pipe bender for bending. 

(Bending radius should be 30 to 40mm or larger). 

Selection of copper and heat insulation materials. 
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When using commercial copper pipes and fittings, observe the following: 

(1) Insulation material: Polyethylene foam.

(3) Use separate thermal insulation pipes for gas and liquid refrigerant pipes. 

Checking for gas leakage. 

(4) Check for leakage of gas after air purging. 

(5) See the sections on air purges and gas leak checks in the installation manual for the outdoor 

unit. 

 

Attaching the connection pipe. 
Attach the pipe after checking for gas leakage, described above. 

(1) Cut the insulated portion of the on-site piping, matching it up with the connecting portion. 

(2) Secure the slit on the refrigerant piping side with the butt joint on the auxiliary piping using 

the tape, making sure there are no gaps. 

(3) Wrap the slit and butt joint with the included insulation sheet, making sure there are no gaps. 
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CAUTION! 

① Insulate the joint of the pipes securely. Incomplete insulation may lead to water leakage. 

② Push the pipe inside so it does not place undue force on the front grille. 

Connecting the drain hose. 

Insert the supplied C drain hose into the socket of the drain pan. 

Fully insert the drain hose until it adheres to a seat of the socket. 

 

WARNING! 

With a Multi indoor unit, install as described in the installation manual supplied with the outdoor 

unit. 

Live the sensor securing plate, remove the front metal plate cover, and connect the wire to the 
terminal board. 

(1) Open the cover of electric box of indoor unit.  

(2) Lead the communication line across the rubber ring.  

(3) Connect the communication line to terminal D1 and D2 on the wiring board of indoor unit. 

(4) Secure the communication line with the wire clamp on the electric box. Pull wires to make 

sure that they are securely latches up, and then retain wires with wire retainer. 
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NOTES! 

The power of every indoor unit should be unity power supply. 

① The power connection cord has been inserted on the mainboard through the piping hole of 

the chassis. Please connect the power connection cord with the breaker. If the power cord is 

not long enough, please prolong it with terminal block.  

 

② Reinstall the wiring cover on the original place and tighten the bolt. 

③ Recover the surface panel. 

CAUTION! 

① Do not use tapped wires, stranded wires, extension cords, or starburst connections, as they 

may cause overheating, electrical shock, or fire. 

② Do not use locally purchased electrical parts inside the product (Do not branch the power for

Setting temperature is always displayed in Remote Controller. 

(8) Setting X-FAN function. 

In cool or dry mode, press “X-FAN” button to set X-FAN function. 

1) When  is displayed, X-FAN function is on. 

2) When  is not displayed, X-FAN function is off. 

3) When X-FAN function is on, the water on the evaporator will be blown away until turning 

off the unit to avoid mildew. 

(9) Setting health function. 

In unit on status, press “ ” button to set health function. 

1) When  is displayed, health function is on. 

2) When  is not displayed, health function is off. 

Health function is available when the unit is equipped with anion generator. When health function 

is on, the anion generator will start operation, adsorbing the dusts and killing the bacteria in the room.

(10) Setting air function. 

1) Press “ ” button until  is displayed, then air function is turned on. 

2) Press “ ” button until  is disappeared, then air function is turned off. 

When the indoor unit is connected with fresh air valve, air function setting can control the 

connection of fresh air valve, which can control the fresh air volume and improve the air quality inside 

the room. 

(11) Setting sleep function. 

In unit on status, press “SLEEP” button to turn on or turn off sleep function. 

1) When  is displayed, sleep function is on. 

2) When  is not displayed, sleep function is off. 

NOTES! 

① Sleep function can not be set in auto and fan mode. 

② When turning off the unit or switching mode, sleep function is cancelled. 
(12) Setting I FEEL function. 

In unit on status, press “I FEEL” button to turn on or turn off I FEEL function. 

1) When  is displayed, I FEEL function is on. 

2) When  is not displayed, I FEEL function is off. 

3) When I FEEL function is turned on, the unit will adjust temperature according to the 

temperature detected by the remote controller to achieve the best air-conditioning effect. 

In this case, you should place the remote controller within the valid receiving range. 

(13) Setting timer. 

You can set the operation time of unit as you need. You can also set timer on and timer off in 

combination. 

Before setting, check if the time of the system is the same as the current time. If not, please set 

the time according to current time.  

1) Setting timer off. 
A. Pressing “TOFF” button, “OFF” is blinking and time displaying zone displays the 

timer time of last setting. 

B. Press “ ” or “ ” button to adjust the timer time. 

C. Press “TOFF” button again to confirm setting. OFF is displayed and time displaying 

zone resumes to display current time. 

D. Press “TOFF” button again to cancel timer and OFF is not displayed. 

2) Setting timer on. 

A. Pressing “TON” button, “ON” is blinking and time displaying zone displays the timer 

time of last setting. 

B. Press “ ” or “ ”  button to adjust the timer time. 

C. Press “TON” button again to confirm setting. ON is displayed and time displaying 

zone resumes to display current time. 

D. Press “TON” button again to cancel timer and ON is not displayed. 
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5.4 Introduction of Special Function 
(1) Setting child lock. 

Press “ ” and “ ” button simultaneously to lock the buttons on remote controller and  is 

displayed. 
Press “ ” and “ ” button simultaneously again to unlock the buttons on remote controller and is 

not displayed. 

If the buttons are locked,  blinks 3 times when pressing the button and any operation on the 

button is invalid. 

(2) Switching temperature scale. 

In unit off status, press “MODE” button and “ ” button simultaneously to switch temperature 

scale between °C and °F. 

(3) Setting energy-saving function. 

In unit on status and under cool mode, press “CLOCK” and “TEMP” button simultaneously to 

enter energy-saving mode.  

1) When displayed, energy-saving function is is on. 

2) When not displayed, energy-saving function is is off. 

If you want to turn off the energy-saving function, press “CLOCK” and “TEMP” button and  is 
not displayed. 

NOTE! 

 Energy-saving function is only available in cooling mode and it will be exited when switching 

mode or setting sleep function. 

(4) Absence function. 

In unit on status and under heat mode, press “CLOCK” and “TEMP” button simultaneously to 

enter absence function. Temperature displaying zone displays 8 and  is displayed. 

Press “CLOCK” and “TEMP” button simultaneously again to exit absence function. Temperature 

displaying zone resumes previous display and is not displayed. 

In winter, absence function can keep the indoor ambient temperature above 0°C to avoid 

freezing. 

NOTE! 

 Absence function is only available in heating mode and it will be exited when switching mode or 

setting sleep function. 

5.5 Replacing Batteries in Remote Controller and NOTE 
(1) Lift the cover along the direction of arrow (as shown in Fig 1①). 

(2) Take out the original batteries (as shown in Fig 1②). 

(3) Place two 7# (AAA 1.5V) dry batteries, and make sure the position of “+” polar and “-” polar 

is correct (as shown in Fig 2③). 
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(4) Reinstall the cover (as shown in Fig 2④).

NOTES! 

① The remote controller should be placed 1m away from the TV set or stereo sound sets. 

② The operation of remote controller should be performed within its receiving range. 

③ If the remote controller does not operate normally, please take the batteries out and reinsert 

them after 30 seconds. If it still can't operate properly, replace the batteries. 

④ When replacing the batteries, do not use old or different types of batteries, otherwise, it may 

cause malfunction. 

⑤ When you won’t use the remote controller for a long time, please take out the batteries. 

6 Maintenance Method 
Before inspection and maintenance of the unit. PLEASE set power switch to “OFF” to cut off the 

power supply. 

6.1 Units 
Indoor unit, Outdoor unit and Remote Controller Wipe them with dry soft cloth. 

6.2 Front Panel 
(1) Open the front panel. 

(2) Remove the air filter. 

Slide the two stoppers on the left and right sides inward until they click. 

(3) Remove the front panel. 

1) Remove the string. 

2) Allowing the front panel to fall forward will enable you to remove it. 

(4) Clean the front panel. 

1) Wipe it with a soft cloth soaked in water. 

2) Only neutral detergent may be used. 

3) In case of washing the front panel with water, dry it with cloth, dry it up in the shade after 
washing. 

(5) Attach the front panel. 

1) Insert the front panel into the grooves of the unit (3 places). 

2) Attach the string to the right, inner-side of the front grille. 

3) Close the panel slowly. 
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CAUTION! 

① Don’t touch the metal parts of the indoor unit. If you touch those parts, this may cause an 

injury. 

② When removing or attaching the front panel, use a robust and stable stool and watch your 

steps carefully. 

③ When removing or attaching the front panel, support the panel securely with hand to prevent 

it from falling. 

④ For cleaning, do not use hot water above 40°C, benzene, gasoline, thinner, or other volatile 

oils, polishing compound, scrubbing brushes, or other hand stuff. 

⑤ After cleaning, make sure that the front panel is securely fixed. 

 

6.3 Filters 
(1) Open the front panel. 

(2) Remove the air filter. 
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Press the claws on the right and left of the air filter down slightly, then pull upward. 

(3) Take off the Titanium Apatite Photocatalytic Air-Purifying Filter. 

Hold the tabs of the frame, and remove the claws in 4 places. 

 

(4) Clean or replace each filter. 

 

(5) Set the air filter and Titanium Apatite Photocatalytic. 

Air-Purifying Filter as they were and close the front panel. 

Operation without air filters may result in troubles as dust will accumulate inside the indoor unit. 

 

(6) Wash the air filters with water or clean them with vacuum cleaner. 

1) If the dust does not come off easily, wash them with neutral detergent thinned with 
lukewarm water, then dry them up in the shade. 

2) It is recommended to clean the air filters every week. 

 

6.4 Titanium Apatite Photocatalytic 
Air-Purifying Filter. 
The Titanium Apatite Photocatalytic Air-Purifying Filter can be renewed by washing it with water 

once every 6 months. We recommend replacing it once every 3 years. 
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(1) Vacuum dusts, and soak in warm water or water for about 10 to 15 minutes if dirt is heavy. 

(2) Do not remove filter from frame when washing with water. 

(3) After washing, shake off remaining water and dry in the shade. 

(4) Since the material is made out of paper, do not wring out the filter when removing water from 

it. 

6.5 Replacement 
Remove the tabs on the filter frame and replace with a new filter. 

(1) Dispose of the old filter as flammable waste. 

(2) Dispose of the old filter as flammable waste. 

NOTES! 

Operation with dirty filters. 

① Cannot deodorize the air. 

② Cannot clean the air. 

Results in poor heating or cooling. 

① May cause odour. 

NOTES! 

① Check that the base, stand and other fittings of the outdoor unit are not decayed or 
corroded. 

② Check that nothing blocks the air inlets and the outlets of the indoor unit and the outdoor 

unit. 

③ Check that the drain comes smoothly out of the drain hose during COOL or DRY operation. 

④ If no drain water is seen, water may be leaking from the indoor unit. Stop operation and 

consult the service shop if this is the case. 

6.6 Before a Long Idle Period 
(1) Operate the “FAN only” for several hours on a fine day to dry out the inside. 

1) Press “MODE” button and select “FAN” operation. 

2) Press “ON/OFF” button and start operation. 

(2) After operation stops, turn off the breaker for the room air conditioner. 

(3) Clean the air filters and set them again. 

(4) Take out batteries from the remote controller. 
 

NOTE! 

 When a multi outdoor unit is connected, make sure the heating operation is not used at the 

other room before you use the fan operation. 
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7 Function Description of Functional Dial Switch S7 
(1) The 3-bit dial switch must be set before energizing the main board and it determines running 

state of indoor unit. 

(2) Function of it is as follow:

8 Malfunction Analyzing  
WARNING! 

 Do not repair air conditioner by yourself for the incorrect repair would lead electric shock or fire. 

Please contact service center and had the unit repaired by specialized personnel. Check the following 

item before contacting to repair could save your time and cost. 

Malfunction Phenomena Malfunction Analyzing 
The air conditioner can’t start up 
just after turned off. The over load protect switch of the unit makes it runs after 3 mins delay. 

Odor gave out when the unit just 
turned on. 

This is because when air conditioning, odors or cigarette smoke from the room 
that was sucked in is discharged again. 

Slight bicker was heard when the 
unit is running. This is the sound for inner refrigerant flowing. 

Mist come from air outlet vent 
when cooling. Indoor air is cooled rapidly. 

Creak sound is heard when 
running or after run. 

The grating sound caused by expands of panel and other parts for the change of 
temperature. 

The air conditioner cannot run. 

Is power cut ? 
Is the power supply connected ? 
Is the circuit protector started aside ? 
Is the voltage too high or too low ? 
If TIMER had been set in wireless remote controller ? 

The cooling (heating) effect of the 
air conditioner is not good. 

Is the temp. set in proper ? 
Is the inlet, outlet vent of outdoor unit blocked ? 
Is the air filter too dirty to cause blockage ? 
Are windows and doors closed ? 
Is air quantity set to Low speed ? 
Is there other heating resource in room ? 

Wireless remote controller cannot 
control. 

Under the circumstance of changed batteries, the wireless remote controller 
sometimes would appear the phenomena of couldn’t control. Take out the back 
cover and press “ACL” button to make it normal. 
The air conditioner is under abnormal disturbance or changing function too 
frequently, to make wireless remote controller cannot control. Cut off main power 
switch and re-electrify could resume normal operation. 
Is the controller within the receiving area? Or is there blockage? 
Check if the voltages of batteries in wireless remote controller are enough. 
Otherwise change the batteries. 
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8.1 Service Center 
When the following phenomena appeared, please stop operating immediately, cut off main power 

supply of unit and contact service center for the conditioner. 

(1) Harsh sound heard when running. 
(2) The fuse or protector cut frequently. 

(3) Substance or water pulled in the unit involuntary. 

(4) Water leakage in room. 

(5) Over heat of power cord. 

(6) Odor is given out when running.
