Using the dehumidifier.

When first using the dehumidifier, operate the unit continuously 24 hours.

How the Dehumidifier Operates

Moist, humid air is drawn over a cold refrigerated
dehumidifying coil. Moisture in the air condenses
on this coil and drains into a bucket (or through
a hose and drain).

Dry, clean air is drawn through the condenser
where it is heated and discharged out the top grille
into the room.

It is normal for the surrounding air to become slightly
warmer as the dehumidifier operates.

Automatic Defrost

When frost builds up on the evaporator coils, the
compressor will cycle off and the fan will continue
to run until the frost disappears.

When the coil is defrosted, the compressor or fan
(depending on model) will automatically restart
and dehumidifying will resume.

Choosing a Location

A dehumidifier operating in a basement will have
little or no effect in drying an adjacent enclosed
storage area, such as a closet, unless there is
adequate circulation of air in and out of the area.

W Do not use outdoors.

B This dehumidifier is intended for indoor residential
applications only. This dehumidifier should not be
used for commercial or industrial applications.

B Place the dehumidifier on a smooth, level floor
strong enough to support the unit with a full bucket
of water,

B Allow at least 12—18 inches of air space on all sides
of the unit for good air circulation.

B Place the dehumidifier in an area where the
temperature will not fall below 5°C. The coils
can become covered with frost at temperatures
below 5 , which may reduce performance.

B Use the dehumidifier to prevent moisture damage
anywhere books or valuables are stored.

B Use the dehumidifier in a basement to help prevent
moisture damage.

B The dehumidifier must be operated in an enclosed
area to be most effective.

Using the dehumidifier.

Always make sure the water bucket is locked into place on the dehumidifier.

Removing Collected Water

There are 2 ways to remove collected water:

Use the bucket. When the bucket is removed,
the unit will shut off. Empty and replace the
bucket.

NOTE: Support bucket with
both hands when emptying.

IMPORTANT: Do not use the hose if using the
bucket to collect water. When the hose is
connected, water will flow through it onto the
floor instead of into the bucket.

NOTES:

B Do not remove the bucket while the
dehumidifier is operating or if it has just
stopped operating. This might cause some
water to drip from the drain pan.

B The bucket must be in place and securely
seated for the dehumidifier to operate.

Use a hose. Water can be automatically
emptied into a floor drain by attaching a
14mm inner diameter hose (not included).
1. Remove the bucket from the front of
the unit.

2. Open the drain cover on the side of
the unit.

3. Thread the drain tie-in (supplied) onto
the nozzle.

4, Connect the hose to the drain tie-in.and
lead it to the floor drain.
5. Replace the bucket in the unit.

NOTE: The bucket must be in place and securely
seated for the dehumidifier to operate.

Water Level

The dehumidifier will turn off automatically
when the bucket is full, or when the bucket is
removed or not replaced in the proper position.

The bucket must be replaced in the proper position for
the dehumidifier to work. The light will be on and the
dehumidifier will not run if the bucket is not in the
proper position.



Care and cleaning of the dehumidifier.

Turn the dehumidifier off and remove the plug from the wall outlet before cleaning.

Grille and Case

To clean the case: To clean the front grille:

Use water and a mild detergent. Do not use Use a vacuum attachment or brush.
bleach or abrasives.

Water Bucket

To clean:

Every few weeks, clean the bucket to prevent
growth of mold, mildew and bacteria. Partially fill
the bucket with clean water and add a little mild
detergent. Swish it around in the bucket, empty
and rinse.

NOTE: Do not use a dishwasher to clean the
water bucket.

To remove:

Remove the bucket and pour any water out.

To replace:
Slide the bucket into the dehumidifier.

NOTE: The bucket must be in place and securely seated
for the dehumidifier to operate.

Air Filter

The air filter behind the front grille should be
checked and cleaned at least every 250 hours of
operation or more often if necessary.

After 250 hours of operation, the Clean the Filter
indicator light will glow to remind you to clean the
filter. Remove the filter and clean it. Replace the
filter and press the Filter Timer pad to turn off the
Clean the Filter light.

NOTE: Avoid using a dishwasher to clean the filter.
Remove the bucket. Grasp the filter edge, and pull

it straight down and out.

To clean:

Clean the filter with warm, soapy water. Rinse and
let the filter dry before replacing it.

NOTE: DO NOT rinse or put the filter in an automatic
dishwasher.

Long term storage.

At the end of the season. or when you do not plan to use the unit for an extended period of time,
we secommend that you take the following steps.

@ Remove water from the water bucket. If continuous drainage hose is connected, disconnect it.

@ Disconnect the unit and wrap the power cord and plug.
@ Clean the unit and store it, protecting it from dust.

Store the unit in an upright position. Keep it in a cool, dry place and away from sunshine.

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Installation and Maintenance of Healthy Filter

= |nstallation Instruction
1. Take out the tank and Pull out filter downwards by pinching its edge

below the air inlet grill of the dehumidifier. (As shown in right figure a)

2. Insert the filter into the groove for filter and button up.
(As shown in right figure b)

3. Put the filter back into the dehumidifier.

m Clean and Maintenance
Take out the healthy filter before cleaning and reinstall it after cleaning according to the installation

instruction.Pay special attention to that silver ion filter can't be cleaned with water,while active carbon,
photocatalyst, low temperature conversion (LTC) catalyst, formaldehyde eliminator, catechin or mite
killing filter can , but can't with brush or hard things.Dry it in the shade or sun after cleaning ,but not
by wiping.

m Clean and Maintenance
The healthy filter commonly has its usage lifetime for one year under normal condition.
As for silver ion filter,it is invalid when its surface becomes black (green).
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
